1. Membership Categories 

 
 
1.1 Socio Categoria Milonguero 

(Highest category of membership) 

• Unlimited attendance in all the classes offered 
(Tango Salon, Milonguero Style, Tango Nuevo), 

• Ability to attend catch-up classes at any other 
time and venue if you miss your regular class, 

• Attendance at all Prácticas, 

• Save 55% on all Alma de Tango courses and 
workshops, 

• Free entry to all Alma de Tango Milonga’s. 

• Save 30% off private lessons. 

• Save 20% in all of our School’s merchandise. 
 
 
1.2 Socio Categoria Compadrito 

(Basic category of membership) 

• 1 class per week in any class offered (Salon, 
etc), 

• Ability to attend catch-up classes at any other 
time and venue if you miss your regular class, 

• Save 15% off Alma de Tango courses and 
workshops. 

• Save 20% off Alma de Tango Milonga’s. 

• Save 5% off private lessons. 

• Save 10% in all of our School’s merchandise. 
 
 
 
2. Membership fees 

Membership fees for each category are as follows:

You must set up a direct debit arrangement for 
payments into the Alma de Tango bank account on a 
monthly basis. A separate form must be completed 
for this purpose. 



3. Early Termination 

3.1 Minimum term 

The minimum membership period is 3 months. Any 
member who wishes to cancel this contract, must 
pay membership fees in accordance with this 
contract for a minimum of 3 months. 

3.2 Notice of termination 

Subject to clause 3.1 (ie, payment of fees for a 
minimum 3 month period), either Alma de Tango 
or the member may terminate this contract by 
giving at least 1 month’s notice of their intention to 
terminate to the other party. 

4. Suspension 

The member may suspend the operation of this 
contract for a minimum 1 month period on the 
following terms: 

• by giving Alma de Tango at least 1 months’ 
notice of their intention to suspend their 
membership; and 

• by paying 10% of their normal membership fee 
for the period of the suspension. 

5. Contract Formation 

A contract arises between us once this Contract has 
been signed. 

6. Membership Card 

You will be given a membership card by Alma de 
Tango noting the status of your membership. You 
must bring the membership card with you to all 
classes and lessons, and must not loan your card or 
permit its use by anyone else. 

7. Timetable adjustments 

Alma de Tango may suspend classes at its 
discretion from time to time. Notice will be given 
to members, and appropriate adjustments will be 
made to membership periods if this occurs. 

8. Refunds 

If you pre-pay membership fees, a refund will be 
granted if the programme is cancelled or at our 
discretion or as otherwise required by law. 

9. Etiquette 

You must comply with the dance etiquette set 
down by Alma de Tango from time to time. 

10. Consequences of Misconduct 

We reserve the right to refuse entry to any person, 
and have the right to cancel your membership 
without warning or notice for serious inappropriate 
behaviour that is threatening or harassing. 

11. Image 

By signing this Application you consent to us using 
your image in any promotional or other material in 
relation to the business. 

12. Your Physical Condition 

You promise and represent at the date of the 
Contract, and repeat such warranty and 
representation each time you attend any Alma de 
Tango class, that you are in good physical condition 
and that you know of no medical or other reason 
why you are not capable of engaging in such 
exercise and that such exercise would not be 
detrimental to your health, safety, comfort or 
physical condition. You must not attend any class 
whilst suffering from any infections or contagious 
illness, disease or other ailment or whilst suffering 
from any physical ailment such as open cuts or sores 
or minor infections where there is a risk, however 
small, to other people. 

13. Health & Safety Warning 

It is possible that you may suffer injuries including 
twisted joints, broken bones, soft tissue injuries and 
joint injuries if you slip during a class or lesson. 
Alma de Tango is not responsible for the health and 
safety issues for the premises of the lessons and 
classes, and you release Alma de Tango from any 
claim for damage or injury in these circumstances. 

14. Clothing and Hygiene 

We require all members and guests to wear suitable 
clothing and footwear during classes. It is also 
paramount that personal hygiene is considered 
when attending Alma de Tango classes, so it is 
appreciated that everyone wears deodorant and is 
aware of their own body odour. 

15. Vehicles 

Vehicles and their contents which are parked near 
the location of Alma de Tango classes are left at the 
owners risk and we will accept no liability for loss or 
damage. 

16. Release and Indemnity 

In consideration of Alma de Tango accepting your 
application for membership, you agree that Alma de 
Tango shall not be liable for any loss, damage or 
theft of any property belonging to, or brought onto 
the premises of any Alma de Tango class by you, 
occurring on said premises except where caused by 
gross negligence of Alma de Tango, and that Alma 
de Tango shall not be liable for any death, personal 
injury or illness occurring upon any premises or as a 
result of the use of the premises, except to the 
extent that such death, personal injury or illness 
arises from the gross negligence of Alma de Tango. 
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
